TIPS FOR SELF-TAPES 
PLEASE READ CAREFULLY!!! 

 
1. Frame your child (the talent) from head to toe.  Start off with a brief introduction (slate) 

looking into the camera (more information on what we need for your slate below on the 
cover page before the sides) 

 
2. Zoom in so that your child is framed from the top of the head to the mid-chest area 

ONLY and keep that frame for all the scenes. There should be little to no space over the 
top of your child’s head. Be sure that the lighting is bright. Make sure that the sound 
quality is clear. It is very important that we can clearly see and hear your child.  
 

3. Now, have your child do the scene(s)! (scene(s) are attached at the bottom of this 
audition package)  

- Make sure to have a reader (this person reads all the other lines that are not the lines of 
the role your child is auditioning for) 
- Remind your child to look natural, be energetic, have fun, and just be themselves!  
 
4. Feel free to tape the scene(s) as many times as you'd like, but only send us one take, the 

BEST take of each scene.   
 
5. Send everything (forms and self-tape) in ONE email to runtheburbscasting@gmail.com 
Audition videos should be sent via a link such as YouTube or Vimeo.  
Please make sure to set the privacy settings so that the video(s) are UNLISTED.  Auditions 
must not be made public.  Auditions must also NOT BE LISTED AS PRIVATE. If you send us a 
private link, we will be e-mailing you to change it to unlisted.
